attendance at our Sunday Masses (thanks, Daylight 
Savings Time): 

 
Part of this youth building project will be 

to refurbish the Parlor in the family center.   
It’s hard to believe, but the parlor is now 

17 years old!  It has seen a lot of traffic over the 
years – classes, receptions, parties, RCIA 
sessions, and many youth activities.   

Naturally time has taken its toll. 
So plans are being developed to make 

the parlor what it was intended to be – the 
parish “living room.”  With the youth building 
completed, we will transfer all youth activities 
there.  This will cut down on the “parlor traffic.” 

In addition, we will refurbish the gym as 
well.  We’re not sure what direction we will take 
there, but with the youth in their own building 
much of the time, the gym may be more 
available to other groups in the parish.  Why 
not a parish athletic program? 

These are just a few thoughts of mine as 
we continue planning this new building and 
improving other parish facilities. 

For now, please continue to support 
the BUILDING FUND.
